In recent years scientists have discovered that smoking is dangerous to one’s health. As a result, doctors have made many surveys to find out the effect of cigarette smoke on the human body. They have discovered that the most serious effects are hidden.

How does the smoke of cigarettes affect a person’s body? For one thing it interferes with the basic purpose of breathing. It prevents oxygen from getting into the blood by disabling the cells that clean the air in the lungs.The dirty air in the lung may stimulate the lungs and this, in turn, causes coughing.

Similarly, smoking cigarettes also affects the heart because of a drug in cigarettes called nicotine. Nicotine causes the production of a substance that makes the heart beat faster. The substance also causes the small blood vessels to become narrower.

When this happens, the heart has to work harder to send blood through the body. The result is often heart disease.

In addition to affecting the heart, nicotine travels rapidly to the brain. Within a minute or two after a person inhales smoke from a cigarette, nicotine is present in the brain. From the brain nicotine travels to other important organs such as the liver. In the liver it causes the release of sugar into the blood. The increase of sugar in the blood makes one feel more energetic by giving the feeling of a lift. As it is so common and dangerous, cigarette smoking can be called an infectious disease.
